Background

Five years (FY2005–2009) program of “Japan Earth Observation System [EOS] Promotion Program (JEPP, PI: Prof. M. D. Yamanaka)” was started practically in FY2006 in addition to successive IROGC/JAMSTEC research activities which have been conducted in Indonesia collaborated with BPPT and BMG. We named this project “Hydrometeorological ARray for ISV-Monsoon AUtomonitoring (HARIMAU)” and extend our further collaboration with Kyoto and Hokkaido Universities from Japanese side and LAPAN from Indonesian side. Successful results from HARIMAU will bring you not only new insight for meteorology and climatology in Indonesian maritime continent but also a good chance of capacity building for young scientists regarding knowledge and skills of sophisticated radar-profiler observation system. We planned and have successfully carried out an intensive observation in 2006 (HARIMAU2006) over west Sumatera during October 26 – November 27, 2006 using the HARIMAU radar-profiler network in collaboration with "MIRAI Indian Ocean cruise for the Study of the MJO convection Onset (MISMO)". This workshop presents an overview of the HARIMAU2006 and preliminary scientific results we have obtained.
